ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS:

1. This competition is open to all college and university students enrolled for the 2013-2014 academic year. 

2. Essays submitted must have only one author, must be original work, and must be properly cited in the Chicago Manual of Style referencing format. Any material found to be plagiarized will result in automatic disqualification. 

3. Students may submit no more than one paper to the competition.

4. Essays submitted must abide by the Submission Guidelines below. 

SUBMISSION GUIDELINES:

1. The Jerusalem Center welcomes essays in any field related to security and/or diplomatic challenges facing the state of Israel. 

2. Essays must be between 2500 and 4500 words in length with numbered pages.

3. Essays must be properly cited in the Chicago Manual of Style referencing format.  

4. All submissions must be written in English. 

5. Applicants must submit two copies of their submission in either a word document or PDF format. The first copy must include a title page containing the author’s name, submission title, and an abstract. The second copy must contain only the submission title and abstract.

6. Applicants may not put their name in the headers or footers of their submission.

7. Applicants must submit the Jerusalem Center Student Essay Competition application form (below) together with their submission. 

8. Applicants must submit their documents to students.jcpa@gmail.com, with the subject line, “Student Essay Competition.” Essays must be submitted no later than 5:00 PM Eastern Standard Time (EST), on January 10, 2014. 

Review Committee

1. Senior Jerusalem Center fellows will evaluate submissions. 

2. Submissions will be judged based on the quality of research, originality, significance, organization, and presentation.

3. The Jerusalem Center will judge all papers impartially.
